4) Database Administration,
5) Linux Administration and
6) IT Project Management.

2. This important cooperation project emanating out of the excellent
bilateral relations between India and Morocco has been anchored by Centre
of Development of Advanced Computing (CDAC) and National Institute of
Posts and Telecommunications (INPT) through a Memorandum of
Understanding between the two Governments concerning setting up of CEIT
signed on 10 December, 2014, by Ministry of External Affairs, Government of
India and Ministry of Industry, Trade, Investment and Digital Economy,
Government of the Kingdom of Morocco.
